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Duty of Candour 
The Centre Playgroup ELC is registered with the Care Inspectorate to provide a care service to a maximum of 35 children aged from 3 - 5 years.  We aim to provide high quality care and education to improve outcomes for all of our children and families in order that they meet their full potential.

Starting from April, 2019 care services and social work services must, by law, produce this short annual report in relation to any Duty of Candour incidents. 

From April, 2020 to 31st January, 2021 there have been 0 incidents to which the duty of candour applied.  Duty of Candour incidents are types of incident that have happened which are unintended or unexpected, and do not relate directly to the natural course of someone’s illness or underlying condition.
